The 2007 Georgia General
Assembly adjourned sine
die at midnight on Friday,
April 20th, ending one of the
longest and most con-
tentious legislative sessions
in the state’s history.

With just 30 minutes remaining in the 2007
legislative session, the House voted 152 — 1 to
accept the conference committee report on HB
463. That action marked final passage of the
measure which an hour earlier had been
approved by the Senate. The bill now awaits
ROt Moho and Prnce the Governor’s signature.

When the House took up the Appropriations
bill at 10:30 PM, it appeared there would not
be enough time for consideration of confer-
ence report on HB 463. However, Rep. Tom
McCall, the sponsor of the bill, worked diligent-
ly with his colleagues in the House to bring the
bill to a final vote. Rep. McCall had earlier
gone to the Senate Chamber to make sure

HB 463 passed into law.

Countless hours from many were invested in
this process over the last six months. PMA
would like to recognize and thank a few of the
key players: Representative Tom McCall and
the Lobbyist team of John Poole and Sharon
Dunn. At every step, they made sure this legis-
lation did not slip through the cracks. Believe
me, there were plenty of opportunities for the bill
to fail.

Getting the legislation passed into law was no
small feat; it took the collective efforts of an
entire Association.

The next time you see a residential contractor
who does not belong to PMA, inform them that,
had it not been for PMA, they would be required
to take a Soil & Sedimentation certification
course each time they obtained a permit to
remodel a bathroom or install a water heater.
One member told me they were going to save
nearly $40,000 in training costs - money not in
the company budget in the first place!

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LEGISLATIVE UPDATE CONTINUED

One of the amendments included in the final
bill cuts from 30 days to 10 days the time
frame in which the Environmental Protection
Division must respond to an application for a
permit variance. The EPD director must tell
the applicant within 10 days who will review
the application and the time and date of the
application review.

The other Senate amendment changes provi-
sions related to permits for land disposal of
septic tank waste. Key provisions in the final
bill include:

*Section 1 — Cuts from 30 days to 10 days the
time in which EPD must respond to applica-
tions for permit variances; requires EPD direc-
tor to notify applications of time and place
application will be reviewed.

*Section 2 — Specifies that minor land disturb-
ing activities are exempt from the act.

*Section 3 — Provides that local ordinances
shall not exceed state requirements related to
project size, education and training require-
ments. Also provides that the EPD shall
revoke the certification of a local issuing
authority that does not correct unlawful prac-
tices within 90 days.

*Section 4 — Clarifies that the general permit
holder with operational control of the site is
responsible for having a certified person on-
site; specifically provides that subcontractors
operating under the general permit holder
need not have a certified person on site. Also
provides that subcontractors on a qualifying
site shall, by December 31, 2007, take an
“awareness” course of not more than two
hours. There is no testing or certification
requirement with this awareness course.

*Section 5 & 6 -- revise language relating to
permitting of land disposal of septic tank
wastes.

The General Assembly also passed on the
final day of the session a bill that will bring
more equity to construction contracts and
insurance policies for subcontractors. HB 136
by Rep. Mike Coan of Lawrenceville prohibits
agreements that would require a subcontrac-
tor to hold harmless a general contractor
whose sole negligence results in injury or
property damage.
