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WATER CRISIS HITS GEORGIA

CHANGES TO DIG LAW

At press time, the Environmental Protection
Division (EPD) has declared a level four drought
response for the northern third of the state. A level
four drought response prohibits most types of out-
door water use, although the state does offer some
exemptions for commercial uses. Local govern-
ments and water utilities may impose more strin-
gent watering schedules, so citizens are being
instructed to contact their local water providers for
more specific guidance. Additionally, Governor
Perdue has set a deadline for a response from the
Army Corp of Engineers regarding excess releases
of water from the state reservoirs. According to
Carol Couch, Director of the Environmental
Protection Division (EPD), "The unprecedented
water crisis in Georgia is not going to end anytime
soon."

Since spring, PMA has been involved in providing
input into the statewide water plan. Members
across the state attended the various town hall
meetings to address the inclusion of retrofitting and
rebate programs into the state's draft water plan.
The statewide water plan must be submitted to the
General Assembly in 2008. Based on the current
state of affairs, PMA's suggestions should garner
more attention.

As the state's leading industry association, PMA
will continue to take the lead on providing legisla-
tive solutions.
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On September 18, 2007 at its Administrative
Session, the Georgia Public Service Commission
approved the adoption of marking standards for the
location of buried utilities in the state. The rule will
be posted with the Secretary of States' office and
will officially become a Commission Rule on
October 20, 2007.

Included in the new Commission Rule will be a pro-
vision for white lining proposed areas of excavation
in certain circumstances. White lining will increase
both the efficiency and accuracy of facility locates.
There has been a provision in the Georgia Utility
Facility Protection Act (Act) dating to July 2000 pro-
viding for white lining in certain circumstances. The
language in the Act stated that if you could not
describe the area of proposed excavation with such
"particularity” as to allow the facility owner or oper-
ator to ascertain the precise tract or parcel to be
excavated, then you must white line the area to be
excavated. The difficulty in enforcing this provision
of the Act was that there was no definition of "par-
ticularity" in the Act so the UPC simply accepted a
locate request as it was called into them. As you
might expect, the system has been abused, some-
times due to lack of knowledge about the Act and
the procedures for locating underground facilities.

The rule recently adopted by the Commission
directs the UPC to now develop a definition of "par-
ticularity" and identify those situations that will
require white lining. There are exemptions to the
white lining requirement contained in the rule; large
project tickets, emergency tickets and those areas
that can be described with "particularity" as con-
tained in UPC policy.

Representatives of the Public Service Commission
will be attending future PMA meetings to update
the membership on the marking standards rule and
white lining specifically.

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TOP PRIORITY WATER CONSERVATION

PHCC staff recently met
with representatives of
the U.S. Environmental
Protection  Agency's
(EPA) WaterSense
Program, a voluntary
public-private partner-
ship program created to
protect the nation's water supply by promoting and
enhancing the market for water-efficient products
and services.

The centerpiece of the WaterSense initiative is a
label, backed by independent third-party certifica-
tion, which indicates a product or provider meets
specific water efficiency and performance criteria.
These criteria include a requirement that the product
be at least 20% more efficient than the current stan-
dard. Some 60 toilet models have been already
been labeled, with more expected in the near future.
Specifications for faucet's were released on October
1, with showerheads to follow.

EPA staff recognizes that the most effective way to

get water-using products, such as high-efficiency
and dual flush toilets, faucet's and showerheads to
consumers is through plumbing professionals. With
consumer demand for more efficient products, a
PHCC partnership could lead to new marketing
opportunities for its members.

As a WaterSense partner, PHCC could also take the
lead in educating contractors and their employees
on the business strategies and technical aspects
associated with a more water-conscious market-
place.

PHCC-National Association has a long-standing
position of supporting water conservation initiatives.
It also acknowledges member concerns with past
performance of "low flow" products. The Board of
Directors will review the WaterSense program in
depth at its October 24 meeting in Anaheim to deter-
mine if the association should pursue a partnership.

Judges Issues Preliminary Injunction on No
Match Rule On Oct. 10, a Northern California judge
issued a preliminary injunction effective-
ly disallowing the "No Match Rule" from
taking effect until the litigation surround-
ing the rule is resolved. U.S. District
Judge Charles R. Breyer of San
Francisco granted a preliminary injunc-
tion based on evidence supplied by
plaintiffs that the database being used as the basis
for the no-match letters was so fundamentally
flawed that its use in firings could have led to unfair
discrimination charges against legal workers result-
ing in workforce disruptions. Also appearing to be a
factor in the judge's decision is whether the
Department of Homeland Security considered the
impact of the rule on small businesses, a require-
ment for all newly issued major rulemakings.

House Delays 3% W ithholding One Year

The House passed H.R. 3056, the Tax Collection
Responsibility Act of 2007, by a vote of 232-173.
The bill delays implementation of the three percent
withholding by one year. The Meek-Herger legisla-
tion (H.R. 1023), which would outright repeal the
three percent withholding requirement, currently
maintains 217 co-sponsors.

Senator Kyl Proposes Est ate Tax Modifications
Sen. Jon Kyl (R-AZ) offered an amendment to the
Senate's Agriculture Appropriations Bill that would
modify the current estate tax legislation. The
amendment later was withdrawn, but should be con-
sidered next Spring. Kyl's amendment included a $5
million exemption per spouse and a capital gains
rate of $25 million. Any amount more than the $25
million mark would be taxed at 30 percent. During
the committee mark up on Oct 4, Sen. Max Baucus
(D-MT) agreed to hold a hearing on the amendment
in the Spring if Sen. Kyl would withdraw the amend-
ment at the present time. Sen. Kyl agreed, and has
stated that he will hold the leadership to this prom-
ise.

Innovative Valving Solution Solves Over Pressure
And Turbidity in Tight Space For Poultry Processor

Ken Johnson of Hulsey Environmental and
Plumbing Services knows pressure. When he was
asked to troubleshoot a backflow prevention prob-
lem at a poultry processing plant earlier this year,
he quickly diagnosed that incoming pressure was
the major problem, but it wasn’t the only problem.
Water turbulence, space constraints and the need
to keep the plant online compounded the problem
and put the real pressure squarely on Johnson.

The number one check valve on the 8-inch Apollo
RPZ backflow preventer at the Pilgrim’s Pride plant
in Gainesville, Ga. had failed several times. Testing
showed pressure surges up to 180 psi, beyond the
normal working range of any backflow unit.

Poultry processing uses large volumes of water.
The Pilgrim’s Pride plant is fed by two four-inch
lines that enter the backflow device through an 8-
inch flanged connection. Downstream from the
backflow device, the plant piping changes to 6-inch
stainless steel. Johnson knew that turbulence
added to the pressure problem, but he also knew
he’d need an innovative solution.

“The traditional way of dealing with turbidity is to
install additional piping between the supply and the
backflow. The formula is to multiply the diameter of
the unit times five and add that much piping.”
Johnson explained. “But there was no way we
could add another 40 inches of pipe. We didn’t
have that much space.” A lengthy shutdown to
reconfigure the plant’s incoming lines was out of
the question.

“That plant runs 24/7, 365 days a year, except for
washdowns. A washdown was our window to get
this fixed,” he said.

Johnson contacted the engineering department at
Apollo® Valves for their advice. After several con-
versations and a thorough examination of the
options, Johnson and the Apollo team settled on
the solution. A 90° angle configuration Apollo A127
Automatic Pressure Valve (APV) would be
attached directly to the backflow. A short connector
line would be fabricated to connect the APV to the

water supply.

Apollo® A127 Series APV’s are available in nine
sizes, ranging from 1-1/4 inches (32 mm) to 12
inches (300 mm). They're designed for managing
water over-pressure and for zone pressure control
in municipal, commercial and industrial water sys-
tems. Depending on size, the valves are equipped
with threaded, grooved or Class 150 and Class 300
flanged end connections.

“It was a very creative approach. Based on the
specs, it looked like it would work, but we didn’t
have any history to go on. We’d just have to install
it and see what happened,” Johnson recalled. “We
all had a lot riding on this.”

Johnson and Hulsey Environmental had the APV
and connector line ready for installation during a
normal washdown in February. The results were
impressive.

“The Apollo APV did exactly what we were told it
would do in terms of reducing the pressure and the
turbidity. We were able to do it within the existing
space and within the customer’s time require-
ments. The water pressure stabilized at 95 psi, and
they've had no further problems,” Johnson said.

Outlet pressure on the Apollo A127 is controlled
and adjusted with a single screw. The standard set-
ting is 25 to 75 psi. A low setting for 10 to 35 psi and
a high setting, such as on the valve used by Hulsey
at Pilgrim’s Pride, for 75 to 125 psi are available as
options.

With constant water demands at the plant ranging
from 35 to 3500 gallons per minute, the pressure
was on for a fast solution. Hulsey Environmental
Services and Apollo Valves came through.

Spotswood Associates, known for their expertise in
Backflow Prevention and Water Pressure applica-
tions, worked with Apollo Valves to determine the
right valve for this unique application. The team of
Hulsey Environmental, Apollo Valves by Conbraco,
and Spotswood Associates working together were
able to solve an on-going issue by providing a cre-
ative solution.
