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GEORGIA GENERAL ASSEMBL Y
SENATE BILL 115

On May 29th, 2007 Governor Sonny Perdue
signed the Licensing of General Contractors
Bill, Senate Bill 115. This bill amends Chapter
41 of title 43 of the Official Code of Georgia
Annotated, relating to residential and general
contractors. In doing so, the bill extends the
term "contractor" to include industrialized
buildings installers, thus making it a require-
ment that a person who installs industrialized
buildings to be a licensed contractor. In sum-
mary, the legislation includes licensure provi-
sions for residential and general contractors,
policies and procedures of the licensing board,
development and administration of state
exams and exemptions to licensing require-
ments. Please be advised that the licensing
requirements set forth by Chapter 41 of Title 43
of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated
become effective and enforceable July 1,
2008.

The Department of Community Affairs (DCA)
Board, on the recommendations of the State
Codes Advisory Committee (SCAC), has
adopted 2008 Georgia Amendments to the
following State Minimum Standard Codes for

construction: the International Residential
Code, International Plumbing Code,
International Mechanical code and

International Fuel Gas Code which will
become effective January 1, 2008.

Legislature will be starting its 2008 session.

The PMA
will be monitoring the activities of lawmakers,
and as needed, will respond to bills that could
affect our industry. One item that is being
looked at is a law relating to water conserva-
tion and, in particular, low consumption toilets.
High efficiency toilets (H.E.T.'s) are toilets that
flush on 1.28 gallons and soon to be required
by law in California. Often what happens in
California is eventually adopted across the
country. | think, though, that this time we
should let our fellow citizens on the left coast
give these H.E.T.'s a try before making it the
law here.

Looking ahead to this New Year, | see
good things coming our way. The PMA has
lined up more quality C.E. classes and the
national PHCC convention, along with the ISH
trade show, will be held in Atlanta this fall.

My best wishes for a healthy and pros-
perous 2008 for all of you.

Anyway, we started talk-
ing about CE credits. Not only the ones at the area
meetings, but also the classes that are held every
year in October and November. Since it's the New
Year, | would like to give you something to think
about. What if we could come up with a way to
spread those long 4 hour classes outto 1 or 2 hours

at a time? Wait there's more! We would come to
your shop early in the morning (say 6:30 or 7:00),
and we would teach what you want your guys to
learn.
