
On Thursday, May 1, a rally was held in Senate
Park next to the U.S. Capitol.  More than 160 PHCC
members, local and state chapter representatives and
industry partners gathered to reaffirm their commitment to
protecting public health, safety and the environment with
the launch of a summer-long water conservation initiative.

"If every American becomes more aware of how
they can save water, it will go a long way towards con-
serving our nation's most precious resource," according
to Jim Finley, president of the Plumbing-Heating-Cooling
Contractors-National Association (PHCC). Finley chal-
lenged Americans to commit to specific water conserva-
tion measures this summer.

"Water conservation is a national issue affecting
each American and with the effort of both adults and chil-
dren, we can make a big difference.   If each American
makes one modification, we can save millions of gallons
of water this summer," Finley said.  "In addition to conser-
vation, it will save Americans money during these slow
economic times."

Congressman Lynn Westmoreland (R-GA) joined
the rally to speak first-hand about the effects of last sum-
mer's drought on the state of Georgia.  He called upon
Americans to embrace the water conservation issue and

make a personal commitment to participate.  Others par-
ticipating were EPA's Assistant Administrator for Water,
Ben Grumbles, and representatives from the United
Association of Plumbers and Pipefitters, the American
Supply Association and the International Association of
Plumbing & Mechanical Officials.

As part of PHCC's 125th year anniversary out-
reach efforts, participating members will be offering free
water audits  to homeowners in their local communities
along with a free water conservation checklist.  According
to Jim Finley, "Our industry is committed to water conser-
vation and energy efficiency.  A participating professional
plumbing contractor can do a home water audit to identi-
fy problem areas that could be improved, and at the same
time draw attention to the importance of water conserva-
tion." 

This water conservation initiative, developed by
the PHCC membership, is an effort to increase public
awareness of the importance of water conservation and
the negative consequences of water shortages when they
occur.  This is especially timely in lieu of last summer's
drought which affected various regions of the country.

It can also serve
as an avenue to attract a new customer or expand
business with an existing customer with the offer of
a free water audit. Following are a few ideas on how
your company can take advantage of this summer-
long campaign:

•Let your local or state chapter know if you
plan to   participate in the free water audit offering,
number of audits you are willing to conduct, includ-
ing the geographic areas you can service

•Familiarize your technicians with local water
issues and water costs, so they can communicate
potential savings to consumers in terms of both gal-
lons and dollars

•When on scheduled service calls, let the
customer know about the initiative and offer to con-
duct an audit or inspection of exiting systems

•Use the audit as an opportunity to recom-

mend immediate and/or future upgrades to existing
systems

•Sponsor a water conservation booth at a
county fair or community event

•Contact local homeowners' associations
and offer to speak to members about what they can
do to save water

•Publicize your activities in your local news
paper, radio and television stations, and offer to pro-
vide weekly conservation tips throughout the sum-
mer

•Issue a challenge to local government offi-
cials to have your community join the 2008 Water
Conservation Initiative

•HVAC/R contractors: distribute consumer
education information to promote what the associa-
tion is doing and offer recommendations on ways to
save energy and money on heating and cooling
