*Many plumbes gart out working br plumbing
companies, and mg end up garting or buying their
own company dter a Bw years.
*There are a gowing number of vemen enering
the trade.
*Plumbers typially hare access b mary emploee
bendits, such a halth care and etiremen, for
themseles and their &milies.

is". He and his wef Bobbi vere always gateful for the
thoughts, payers and ards they received from you.

Like mary of you who knev Ron Htks well, you knev he
was a good man, a man otagrity, and a man whoared
deeply about the indusy. Ron hd been in inolved in
the plumbing indusy for over 40 years.
