
The Georgia General
Assembly passed the
halfway point of the 2009
legislative session on
Wednesday February 18th
with the completion of the
20th legislative day.  On
February 9th, lawmakers
began meeting Tuesday,
Wednesday, and Thursday
of each week. The three-
day weeks will continue
through March 25.  They
will then recess unti l June
22 when they will recon-

vene with five legislative days remaining. This unusual
schedule will allow them to adjust the budget for
changes in revenue, including the possible infusion of
federal dollars.

Lien law revisions proposed.
Rep. Buddy Carter of Pooler has introduced legislation requir-
ing contractors, upon receipt of payment for work in excess of
$5,000, to sign a sworn affidavit that all subcontractors have
been paid.  HB 253 further provides that the affidavit "shall
serve as an absolute defense to any lien filed pursuant to Code
Section 44-14-361 and shall as a result dissolve any such lien as
a matter of law." 

PMA makes its points on lien law bill.  Rep. Buddy Carter told
PMA that he does not want to give contractors the ability to
sign away the lien rights of subcontractors.  He emphasized
that his primary goal is to ensure that homeowners are pro-
tected from surprise liens resulting from a contractor's failure
to pay subcontractors.  Rep. Carter is now considering ways to
amend his HB 253 so that it does not negatively impact the lien
rights of subcontractors.  Opponents also contend that the bill
creates confusion because it would amend the Practices Act
but not the Lien Law Act.

The bill includes a $10,000 fine for a contractor's first failure to
sign an affidavit, an immediate six month suspension of license
for a second failure, and revocation of license for a third fail-
ure.  However, there is no penalty in the bill for a contractor
falsifying an affidavit.                Update continued on page 4.

Capital on January 27th.  The session began mid morn-
ing with a visit from Donavan Eason, Policy Advisor of
the Lieutenant Governor’s Office.  The legislative areas
addressed by lobbyist John Poole and Sharon Dunn
focused on bills addressing metal theft, property
assessment cap, homestead exemption and parental
leave bill. 

Upon conclusion of the business meeting, a group of
Directors went to meet with their individual legislative
representatives to make sure the voices of the plumbing
industry were heard.   The group also met  with State
Representative Tom McCall to reiterate PMA's position
against policy that increases taxes to the small business
owner.

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LEGISLATIVE SESSION CONTINUED 

The bill remains in the Regulated Industries Committee and is
not expected to move in its current form.

More testimony, no action on metal theft legislation.
Just when it appeared that utilities and scrap metal dealers
had reached a compromise, the scarp metal dealers backed
away, testifying before the Senate Regulated Industries
Committee that they opposed SB 82 in its entirety.  On a "do
pass" motion Wednesday, the bill was left in the committee.

SB 82 would greatly expand the record keeping requirements
of secondary metal recyclers to include;
•a dated, time-stamped photograph of the purchased metal
and the name of the photographer.
•A fingerprint and photocopy or electronic scan of the driver's
license or photo identification card of the seller.
•A detailed description from the seller of the source from
which the material was obtained.
The above information would be forwarded to the sheriff's
department within five days of the transaction.

In addition to the expanded record keeping requirements, SB
82  would ban cash sales and purchase of regulated metal
property (except for beverage cans) from minors. 

SB 82 is similar in most respects to HB 177, introduced earlier
in the session by Rep. Mark Williams.  HB 177 would allow cash
purchases of $50 or less, but includes a penalty provision of up
to five years imprisonment and a $5000.00 fine.

Both SB 82 and HB 177 are being opposed by the metal recy-
clers.  Metal recyclers support SB 52 and SB 53, bills introduced
on their behalf by Senator Seth Harp of Macon.  These bills
attempt to thwart metal theft by focusing on regulation of
metal sellers rather than metal buyers.

SB 52 would create a registry of persons convicted of metal
theft, and SB 53 would provide for confiscation of vehicles
owned by convicted metal thieves.  These bills are opposed by
some law enforcement agencies because they would likely be
responsible for keeping the data base for any registry.

SB 82 appeared to be the best hope for passing metal theft
deterrent legislation this year.  The huge rift between utilities
and recyclers now cast serious doubt over the viability of SB 82
and a similar House bill, HB 177.

Contractor sales tax bill could be considered next week.
A House Ways & Means subcommittee may hold a hearing on
HB 375 next week, although no such hearing has yet been
scheduled. The bill's author, Ways & Means Chairman Larry
O'Neal, told PMA earlier this week that the bill is intended to
codify current practices so that they are not left to regulation
by the Department of Revenue. Chairman O'Neal stressed that
he is not attempting to change current practice or create any
new tax liabilities or difficulties for business.

HB 375  includes plumbers as "real property contractors" and
apparently gives them two options related to the payment of
sales taxes. Contractors who perform "retail-sale-plus-installa-

tion" contracts would not pay sales taxes on fixtures and mate-
rial they buy for a job, but would charge sales tax to the cus-
tomer. In such cases, the plumber would register as a dealer
and provide a certificate of exemption to the seller of material
that will be resold.

Contractors who operate on a cost-plus or time-and-material
basis would pay the sales tax on fixtures and materials at the
time of purchase. An apparent exception would be contractors
who separately state labor and material costs to the customer.
The bill does not require a contractor to collect sales tax for
personal property that is part of a real property improvement
unless the contract is predominantly for personal property
purchased tax exempt.

HB 375 also clarifies that contractors doing work for tax
exempt entities cannot use that tax exempt status to avoid
sales taxes on materials used in the work for that entity. The
bill also provides that contractors must pay use tax on items
they fabricate for use in their work, excluding their labor and
transportation.

Senate approves property tax relief measure.
The Senate passed a substitut e version of HB 143, the bill to
require appropriation of state funds for homeowner tax relief
this year.  HB 143 had already passed the House, and will now
return to that chamber for an "agree or disagree" vote. If the
House fails to agree to the Senate version, the bill will be
referred to a House/Senate conference committee.

HB 143 was introduced by Ways & Means Chairman Larry
O'Neal of Macon to restore the grants to local government for
property tax relief which Governor Sonny Perdue had deleted
from his budget. The bill mandates that the grants be reinstat-
ed for the current tax year, but ties future grants to state rev-
enue collections.

Amendment to cap property assessments stalled.
A proposed Constitutional Amendment that would cap assess-
ments on residential and non-residential property lingers on
the House General Calendar due to a lack of support.  A two-
thirds majority is required for passage of a Constitutional
Amendment, so opposition from House Democrats leaves HR 1
short of the necessary 120 votes. 

Introduced by Rep. Ed Lindsey of Atlanta, HR 1 provides that
the valuation for any residential or nonresidential real proper-
ty "may be increased during a taxable year by an amount not
to exceed the lesser of 3 percent or the percent change in the
rate of economic inflation on individual taxpayers as deter-
mined by the state revenue commissioner."   

Transportation bills take different roads.
The Senate passed a proposed Constitutional Amendment and
its enabling legislation to provide for a one-cent local option
sales tax to fund transportation projects. SR 44 and SB 39 dif-
fer greatly from the House version, which provides for a one
cent increase in the statewide 4% sales tax.

The House bill, HB 277 by House Transportation Chairman
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Vance Smith of Pine Mountain, provides that revenue from
the state-wide sales tax increase would go to a new "Georgia
2020 Transportation Fund" which would be administered not
by the Department of Transportation, but by the Georgia
Tollway Authority.  Oversight would come from an 11-person
committee to be appointed by the Governor, Lt. Governor,
and Speaker of the House. At least nine of the appointees will
be from the General Assembly.

HB 277 will likely emerge from a House Transportation sub-
committee soon, and will almost certainly then clear the full
committee. However, passage of the measure in the full
House is far from certain.  The bill spells out which trans-
portation projects would be funded, so legislators will know
right away whether their districts will receive direct benefits.
Moreover, both versions require a Constitutional
Amendment, which could not go on the ballot for voter
approval until November of 2010.

Other bills of interest.
HB 158 would amend Georgia law relating to allocation of
water and waste-water usage in newly constructed apart-
ments. Introduced by Rep. Judy Manning of Marietta, the bill
would require apartment owners to install equipment to
measure water usage by each tenant, and charge tenants
according to their use.

HB 263 would require employers who offer in-home services
to perform background checks on employees who enter pri-
vate homes. Introduced by Rep. Allen Peake of Macon, the bill
would further provide that employers shall not employ for in-
home service anyone who has been convicted of a violent
felony.  The bill remains in the House Agriculture and
Consumer Affairs Committee.

HB 456 would regulate the sale of metal to recyclers and pro-
vide for the posting of suspected metal thieves.  This bill was
referred to the Judiciary Non-civil Committee.

HB 406 relating to limitation of funding for projects inconsis-
tent with service delivery strategies, so as to provide an
exception for certain drinking water projects. This bill was
referred to the House Governmental Affairs Committee.

HB 424 would provide for review of existing regulatory enti-
ties to determine the need for change to their current regula-
tions; to provide for the evaluation of regulations of existing
regulatory entities.  Referred to Regulated Industries
Committee.

INSPECTOR UPDATES
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PMA values keeping open the line of
communication between contractors
and inspectors.  As such, PMA will pub-
lish updates received from inspectors
from across the state.

The first update comes from Byron
Painter, Acting Chief. Plan Review Supervisor for the City of
Atlanta.  Byron encourages contractors to review the new
'Appendix C - Gray Water Recycling Systems' and new
'Appendix - I - Rain Water Recycling Systems' that were
adopted as part of the State Minimum Standard Plumbing
Code effective January 1, 2009.  Contractors who plan to
install these systems must submit plans to the planning
department.  The amendments can be accessed via the
homepage of www.plumbingpros.com.

Additionally, to improve efficiency, the city will begin to con-
duct the inspection of the shower pan at rough in.  This
would eliminate the need to do two inspections - one for the
rough and the second for the shower pan.  The last update is
regarding laundry drain.  When it’s just washing machine
alone 2 inch drain line allowed.  However if you
connect/combine laundry tub you must have 3 inch drain
line.

The second update comes from DeKalb County Inspector
Paul Maushardt.  Currently DeKalb County's Retrofit
Substitut e Ordinance allows contractors to submit an applica-
tion including an affidavit, when replacing toilets and other
water saving fixtures (aerators, etc.)  in residential applica-
tions. As such contractors are not required to pull permits for
this application.   The application requires:
a.  The name and address of the applicant, property owner's
name, telephone number and address of the property where
toilet has been installed, DeKalb County water and sewer
account number, date of installation, brand and model num-
ber of that toilet, name of installer [ if applicable], and the
original receipt from the retailer of the toilet.
b.  Applicants must sign the application for certifying under
penalty of perjury that the toilet has been installed at the
property listed on the application form, that the property is
an individually metered single-family residential or individu-
ally metered multi-family residential, and that the informa-
tion on the application form is true, accurate, and complete.

DeKalb is planning to allow this same procedure to apply to
all commercial properties.  

The downside to this process is allowing owners of these
types of properties to hire anyone they choose to replace
these fixtures without needing to have permits pulled; subse-
quently, that person does not have to be licensed.

“Good Plumbers know the code
Great Plumbers know the Inspector”
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The following article was sent in from
PMA's friend and plumbing advocate
- Carolyn Greene.  After you read this
article, I'm sure you'll join me in
thanking God that she is sti ll with us
in one piece.

Hello Fellow Defenders, 

Happy New Year and all that jazz! I know that it has been a
while since I have written anything, but something happened
to me that I would like to share with you. I feel that, in today's
crazy business environment, we need to stay connected with
our friends and associates and offer advice when we have the
opportunity.  

On January 4th, 2009, I was involved in a very serious truck
accident. I was driving in the second-to-right lane on I-75 head-
ing north when, at exit 267, a young girl driving a very small
Ford hit the right rear tire of my work truck. My truck is a full-
sized Ford F-250 with a 7.1L diesel engine, a tow package, four
wheel drive and extended cab. I thought that it was a pretty
good size truck but I guess size doesn't matter when these
things happen.  Anyways when I felt the jolt, I hit the brakes
causing the front of the truck to dip down and the bed to rise
up just enough to allow the little Ford to go underneath the
bed of my truck. When this happen my truck was thrown into
the air and flipped bed over engine. It completed a 360-degree
turn long ways in the air. While all this was happening the lit-
tle Ford drove underneath my truck and as my truck came
down hit the trunk of the little Ford causing it to flip again
engine over the bed landing upside-down on the cab. My truck
then slid across four lanes of traffic stopping just short of the
concrete barrier where it proceeded to flip back onto the
wheels. I was banged up pretty bad and am still seeing doctors
for my back, neck and hands but the main thing is that God
was with me and I am still here. When something like this hap-
pens, you start to think about things very differently. So now
that you know the background of what happened to me, here
is my article. 

First and most important-
ly, remember to tell your
wife, girlfriend, husband,
children, mother, father,
and whoever else that you
love them on a daily basis,
because you just never
know what is waiting for
you around the bend.

Second, make sure that you have a good insurance company.
Here's a plug for Federated Insurance -- They have been great
throughout this entire ordeal. 

During this economic crisis, running a contracting business has
been pretty tough. We are all doing everything that we can
think of to keep things rolling. I would like you to think about
your fleet and your fleet policy. Your trucks are a critical part of
your advertising program and how the public views your com-
pany. Think about how much time your vehicles spend on the
road. While sitting at a traffic light, what is the potential cus-
tomer sitting next to your guy thinking? To take it a step fur-
ther, when your truck pulls up to the job site, what does your

customer think? What does your vehicle say about your com-
pany? What kind of image does it portray? If your trucks are a
mess, your customer could be thinking, "If this is the way they
treat their belongings, how are they going to treat mine?" 

Like you, I have been thinking about what I was going to do this
year to make my company the best of the best and one of the
items was to make a truck policy. I started to look at other
companies' vehicles and was surprised to see the condition
they were in. Before I comment on what I found, I'll note that
I'm aware of some of you out there with immaculately kept
trucks. However, what I saw was surprising. I know we have
been in a drought, but some of the vehicles looked like they
have never been washed. The thing I found most surprising
was the condition on the inside-- The dashboards were piled
high with papers and parts, and the passenger seats had fast-
food bags and soda bottles. There were also boxes of parts and
books. I also checked out the back of some vans when I had the
opportunity to look and wondered how some of these guys
could work out of these vans. How could they ever find any-
thing? 

Now, I thought to myself, "How could I expect my guys to keep
their trucks clean and organized when mine was also a mess?"
I never want to be the type that lives by, "Do as I say, not as I
do." So before I put my truck policy in place, I decided to clean
out my truck. On New Year's Day, I took everything out. All the
codes books, supply house books, tools, boxes of parts, loose
parts, and, yes, I must admit, a fair amount of trash. I then gave
it a detailed cleaning, both inside and out.  As you can tell, I
was as guilty as my guys.  From the time I started to drive, peo-
ple have given me a hard time about the condition of my vehi-
cles: My father used to ask me how much the county paid me
for hauling all their trash and my mother used to say that my
car was a traveling landfill. When I would give my friends a
ride, I would have to move all the junk, just so that they would
have a place to sit. 

Now, fast-forward to the day of the accident -- When I finally
was pulled from the truck, the first thing the paramedic said to
me was that I was very lucky that my truck was so clean inside.
He told me that a lot of people who are in car accidents are
actually killed by debris flying around inside their vehicle. I
thought back to the Sawzall, the Rigid Press Tool, the box of 3"
copper 90's, the code books, the supply house books, all the
stuff I had taken out of my truck just three days before and
thanked God that I had cleaned out the truck.

I thought I would share this with you, my fellow defenders, for
two reasons: First to keep you, your family and your guys safe
and, second, to let you know that your current customers, as
well as your future customers, are looking at you against all the
competition.  Your trucks are your moving billboards, and they
say a lot about a company. A dirty messy truck could cost you
a very profitable job. Make it a part of your regular routine
today to walk around your parking lot and just check on your
vehicles, inside and out-- You might save one of your people's
lives, but also could be increasing your business without
spending a dime.
