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LEGISLATIVE SESSION CONTINUED

*Require a 24-hour \iting period béore ash mymern is
made for copper, aluminum érms, and atalytic converters.
Immediate paymert can be male by check.

*Allow prosecubrs to include the easonable oss which ae
incurred in the epair of property or in the &empt to recover
property. This wi elevate some thés fom misdemanors ©
felonies.

The 24-hour witing period ér cash pymens should deer
some thievzes and perhap ceate opportunity br appehension
of others.

Trangportation Governance @asses & funding mesure fails.
Thee wil be no one cenincrease in the sale tax & a
House/Sente @mnference ommittee was unable ® agee on
whether trangortation funding should betate-wide or loal
option. House ladership wanted a sate-wide one cenhsales
tax incease

In the final hour of the s&sion, the Serta ageed to the House
substitute for SB R0, which gies the Geernor and legislive
leaders moe authority o/er The Deprtment of Tiangortation.

The bil vests opertional @ntrol in a nev Planning Division,

whose diector would be appoited by the Geoernor.

Several bills suppored by business goups passeal on the final
day of the session:

HB 581, unemplgmernt legislaion: Early in the dathe House
agreed to a Sente sulstitut e for the bil that will allov employ-

ers o avoid $170 milion in nev unemplgy/mert taxes nec year.

While unemplgymert taxes wil go up, HB 581 mak Geogia

eligble for federal ¢imulus funds tha will go draight to the

Emplogmernt Security TrusFund. Thashould tanslde into a
near dollarfor-dollar g avoidance br Geogia emplgers.

HB 481, busirss Bx ciedits: The House and Sdraappioved a

conference ommittee report that stripped from HB 481 a jor

vision b phase out the orporate inmme tax and eplacel it

with a cut in long érm @pital gains &xes for individuals and
corporations. Geernor Rerdue ha indiated that he may veto

the bil because of this povision. Inroduced by Rep. Tom
Graves of RangerHB 481 pwvides emplgers with an unem

ploymert tax credit of up o $15 per quarer for each individ

ual they hire who is eceiving unemplgmen bendfits. In aldi-

tion, the bil provides emplgers with a $2400 imame tax cred-

it for each unemplged person they hire prior o July 1, 210.

HB 318, haw equipmen tax exemption: The House and

Senae adopted a @nference eport on this bl which povides
a full poperty tax exemption on heaw equipmen every year
after the year of initial puchase. "Heaw equipmen” is deined
as selfpropelled vehicles of moe than 5,000 pounds udefor
indudrial, mining or other purpose whee no license pkz is
required.

HB 439 - busires deelopmert: House and Sena adopted a
conference ommittee report on this Adminigation bill to
revise inome ftax credits for business deelopmert in less
developed areas of the sate. The Hi changs piovisions ér tax
credits for training and dér exports through Geogia pors.

Other bils of intereg that will carry over to 2010 session.

SB B by Sengor Harp would provide or confiscation of au-
mobiles ovned by mnvicted meal thieves. Remains in Setea
Public Stety Commitee. Wil carry over.

SB 184 wuld male "notice b mntractor" provisions onsigent
with the provisions in the cuent lien lav. Introduced on
behalf of geneal @ntractors by Sentor Dan Weber Not
expeckd to move ary further this sesion.

SB 228 ¥ Sendor Ross Tolkon of Rrry would change povi-
sions elating to 25-foot buffers along w&te waters.

HB 158 wuld amend Gedajia lav relating to alloation of
water and vaste-water usage in ne@ly condructed apartments.
Introduced by Rep. Judy Manning of Mattie, the bil would
require apartment owners to indall equipmen to measure
water usage B each enart, and chage tnarts acording
their use.

HB 53 would allov contractors to take avay the lien righs of
submntractors by signing an ffidavit that all subontractors
had been @id. The Wl remains in the Reguled Indudries
Commitee and is not ®peced to move in its curent form.
Will carry over.

HB 53 would require emplo/ers who ofer in-home sevices o
perform backgound check on emplgees who eter private
homes. Inroduced by Rep. Allené&ake of Maon, the bll would
further provide tha employers shall not emplp for in-home
sewice aryone who ha been onvicted of a violenfelony. The
bill remains in the House Agriculirand Consumer #girs
Commitee and wil carry over.

HB 35 by Ways & Means Chairman LarrO'Neal will be held
over urtil the 2010 legisldve session b allow time to perfect
the bill. HB 35 is irtendead to aodify curent practices related
to sales taxes ®llected or paid by mntractors and subontrac
tors so tha detailed regulaions wil not be open ¢ interpreta-
tion by the Deprtment of Re/enue.

HB 405 wuld provide br an inome tax ciedit for enegy dfi-
ciert and water eficient equipmert. Introduced by Rep. Joe
Wilkinson of Sandy Springs, thell kdefines "water efficient
equipmen" as all machingr and equipmencertified as reduc-
ing businss or dometic water use. The edit would be 5% of
cogt up to a maimum of $5,000. The lbremains in the Wi
& Means Commtee and wil carry over.

HB 46 would regulae the sale of mi&l to recyclers and po-
vide r the poging of supected meal thieves. The bi
remains in House JudiciaNon-cii Commitee and wil carry
over.

HB 3.9 would povide an inome tax credit for qualified water
efficient products and enggy dficient products. Remains in
House Wgs & Means Commtee and wil carry over.

HB %2 would change tendads br letters of cedit and bonds
for drillers of water wells and boe holes. Rvorably eported by
House Naural Resources Commitee.

But the discussion didn't end ther The ngt step in this
plumber's sale asenal vas t visit each "newv" homeown-
er and ofer his sevices to mairtain the "le-habbal" sys-
tems under an annual maenance aggemert. For this
plumber his busings ha changd for the bdter. The
chaotic eonomy has beome his friend.

E-VERIFY POSTPONED AGAIN

The dfective dae of the final

rule requiring certin federal

contractors and subontrac
tors to use EVerify has been delged until June 30,
20009.

The rule wil only dfect federal mntractors who ae
awarded a nev contract dter June 30, @09 thd includes
the Federal Acquisition Regufimsn (FAR) BEverify clause
(73 FR 8704).

Federal mntractors mgy NO use Bvrify to verify cur
rent employees urtil the rule beomes dfective and the
are avarded a ontract tha includes the AR EVerify
Clause.

The nev rule implemens Eecutie Oder 12989, a

amendeal by Pesidert Geoge W Bush on June 6028,
directing Bderal agencis to require tha federal ontrac
tors agee o electonically \erify the emplymert eligr
bility of their emplgees. The amendaeExcutive Oder
reinforces the policy first announcel in 1996, thathe
federal governmert does businas with ompanies tha
have a legal wrkforce. This n& rule requires federal
contractors o agee, though language insestl into
their federal @mntracts, o use Everify to confirm the
employmert eligibility of all pesons hied during a on-
tract term, and o confirm the emplogmern eligibility of
federal cntractors’ curent employees who perbrm
contract sewices for the federal goernmert within the
United Shates. You an read frequertly asked questions
about this nev rule in the link belev.
