House Freezes Estate Tax
PHCC Looks Toward Senate
Version Last week, the

House passed by a 225-200 margin, a bill to "freeze" per-
manently the estate tax exemption and top estate tax
margin rate at 2009 levels.  H.R. 4154 sets the top rate at
45 percent and the individual exemption at $3.5 million.
Unfortunately, it does not index the exemption for infla-
tion.  If this version were enacted into law, the freeze
would take effect at the end of this year and there would
not be a one-year repeal.  PHCC opposed this bill.  While
any movement in Estate Tax Reform is helpful, this spe-
cific legislation does not do enough to help PHCC's small
business members. The Senate is working on bill that will
accomplish the needs of PHCC members. PHCC staff is
working with those Senators to move that legislation for-
ward.

Gas Cylinder Explosion Destroys Plumber's Van
Here's a reminder of the importance of properly storing
gas cylinders:  A remote door locking device acted as a
detonator, destroying a plumber's van in late October in
a massive explosion in suburban Melbourne, Australia.
An oxy-acetylene gas bottle, which was stored in a cabi-
net in the new VW transporter van, was apparently leak-
ing throughout the night. Two apprentices were lucky to
escape unscathed when one of them activated the
remote door lock, igniting the trapped gas and blowing
the van apart. The blast shattered windows and hurled
parts of the vehicle onto neighboring roofs. Plumber
Mick Ponton's house was extensively damaged, but no
one was injured in the accident.  
Year-End Tax Webinar Free Replay
Last week, the PHCC Educational Foundation sponsored
a Webinar on Year-End Tax Planning presented by PHCC
member Michael Bohinc, a CPA. Attendees learned about
energy tax credits, special depreciation rules and many
other tools to better manage their tax planning. The ses-
sion was recorded and will be available for free viewing
on the Foundation's Contractor Resource Center through
next month.

Bad Drywall Affecting Pipes, Wires and Health
The federal government has found a "strong association"
between some imported Chinese drywall and corrosion
of pipes and wires.  The U.S. Consumer Safety

Commission report on potentially defective building
materials also found a "possible" link between health
problems reported by homeowners and higher-than-nor-
mal levels of hydrogen sulfide gas emitted from the wall-
board.   Officials cautioned that not all Chinese drywall is
defective, and that homes with American-made drywall
also are being studied.  
Water Heater Scam
Be on the lookout for suspicious-looking e-mail requests
to buy water heaters and ship them to Ghana.  They are
not legitimate.  
OSHA to Improve Reporting System
OSHA will be taking several steps to improve the report-
ing of workplace injuries and illnesses, following a
Government Accountability Office (GAO) report that
found underreporting in those areas. The GAO report
identifies a number of factors that may contribute to the
inaccuracy of employer injury and illness records, as well
as problems with the audits that OSHA conducts to
ensure their accuracy.  It found that worker intimidation,
as well as a number of disincentives, may discourage
workers and employers from reporting work-related
injuries and illnesses.

The Immigration and Customers Enforcement will extend
the I-9 audit program and reveal the fines for violations.
The agency is gearing up to audit 1,000 more employers
to determine compliance with employment eligibility
verification laws, according to an agency announcement.

IRS Announces 2010 Mileage Rates
Beginning on Jan. 1, 2010, the IRS standard mileage rates
for the use of a car (also vans, pickups or panel trucks)
will be:
•50 cents per mile for business miles driven 
•16.5 cents per mile driven for medical or moving pur-
poses 
•14 cents per mile driven in service of charitable organi-
zations 
The mileage rates for 2010 reflect generally lower trans-
portation costs compared to a year ago.
