The Sente Ndural Resources Commitee yesterday appoved
a sulstitute ersion of SB A, the Geernor's water consewva-
tion bill. An idetical sulstitute is being onsideed for HB
1094, the House @mpanion bll. SB 30 and HB 109 mntinue
to focus on esidertial and ommercial water cnsewation.

Changs in the suktitute bil were laigely echnial in ndure.
There were, hovever, a @uple of sulstantive changs.

One change mvides tha EPD "Exmine the dfect tha water
consewation has on vater rates and onsider policis to miti-
gae the financial impct tha rate inceases or eductions in
water use hae on water utilities and vater uses." Another
change in the languageowld require new, multiunit residen
tial buildings b provide r measuremert of water use ly each

unit. The change auld also equire tha the owner or opea-
tor of such multiunit esidertial building bil each unit or its
use of vater.

2.0 gallons per minet

The blls gecifially pohibit the sale of cavity tanktype
flushomeer-valve, or flushoméer-tank ilets tha use moe
than 1.28 gallons per flush. Weiiother water mnsewation
bills hare been itroduced, only the Adminigation's legisla
tion is lkely to receiwe serious onsidegtion this year.
